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ABSTRACT 

Marriage is a universal phenomenon. Every nation has its own legal age for male and female to conduct the 

marriage. The legal marital age prohibits the conduction of the child marriage. In India 47 percent of women aged                

20-24 years are married before the legal age of 18 years. In some parts of India, the married girls are continuing their 

studies even after the marriage. The mean age at marriage for the respondents works out to 19.73 years whereas for their 

husbands it works out to 28.15 years. The present paper analyzes the factors which are force them to marry early. 
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
