* Nobody will break the packet.

» The poor and the weak will be helped.

e During mutual discrimination, Hazrat Muhammad (SAW) be the judge.

Ghazwah e Khyber was fougfit in
Hijra and the Muslim looted the wealth and aninwlthe Jews which annoyed the Prophet Muhammad (S28We said,

beat their women and eat their fruit until theylailow.

Another interesting event is that a slave of the Became Islam during war of Khyber, as he becarusliih he
was free but Hazrat Muhammad (SAW) ordered himadack and return the animals of his master. Hesdidnd after

sometime, the Jews surrendered.
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After the defeat of Khyber, the Jews requestedHbly Prophet (SAW) not to take away their land$ieatthey
will give half cost of crop to the Muslim and Prap{SAW) agreed. He (SAW) got married with Hazrafiyg who was a

Jew; it is the best example of reconciliation.

Before the Jews, the Muslims developed coordinadioth atonement with the Christian of Habsha (Utapand
