They are
loyal with Pakistan and are serving different dégpants of Pakistan. The well known banned terraniganization named
Lashkar e Jhangvi claims public responsibility @zdra Shia killing in Quetta and profess it as gomabjective of their
organization until annihilation of the Hazara Sheople from Pakistan. Similarly Hazara communitgirfig many other
serious problems to protect themselves from tesmarinability of Pakistani state to take legal @e$ against terrorist who
does sectarian killings, different government'sdiemcy to support militant and terrorist organizasi@nd individuals also
for so called strategic objectives. Many familieigirated not only in other cities of Pakistan likesBawar and Karachi but
also from Pakistan to Australia and other countieshis situation the Hazara Shia community niesssomething for self
protection and advocacy for their safety with goweental help. In last ten years they had done nedfoyts through
lawful file suits, media awareness for their rightal through other legal tactics. This documentied some incidents of

terrorist activities against Hazara Shia commumitQuetta.

Tjo@yed the
key posts of military and civil departments of fvince. In 1947 Baluchistan remained a semi anwus federal
administrated region, while in 1969 finally Balustsin was declared federated province of Pakistah Hazara
community of Quetta was also recognized by fedgoakrnment as an indigenous tribe of Baluchistard & was clearly

declared by the government of Pakistan to provadaegiete rights to the Hazara community accordingly.

Hazara community is living in the area of Quetty ciear Cantonment, neighborhood of Marri Abad sTdrea is
steep hillsides from west while the commercial atAlamdar Road from the east which is famous lsia Slazara area in
Quetta.

In this worst situation our eldetscided to migrate for self
protection. Australian government offered to 2508zkta families to migrate from Pakistan to Australs refugees on
humanitarian basis. So we are moving to Australissélf protection. Before this offer many of Hazgeople are living in

Australia, Canada and UK.

The Violence

The violence against Hazara community was starteslich a systematic way. It can be divided in tiplesses.
First phase was based on propagation against H&asacommunity in which they used the well knowiow “Shia
kafir” (Shias are infidels). First phase startsira980s to 1990 While in second phase started gdilygiolence by target
killing of the Hazara Shia officers, doctors, ergrs, business men etc. Then third phase startetisi phase they not
only targeted the people but also started masaddllby bomb blasts, suicide attacks on Hazara®ahdets, and students

as well. Bomb attacks on religious gatherings etc.
Propaganda against Hazara Community

From early 1980s to mid of the 1990s propagaticairesy Hazara Shia community started by using wedivin
notion “Shia Kafir” (Shias are Indidels). They makeir propagation on high level by publishing lstics, pamphlets, and
also use another well-known notion Wajib ul QateliBiously Justified Murder). Hence they propagaitedineducated
public that Hazara are Shias, so they are kafir\&iagib ul Qatl. From 1980 to 1990 the Saudi Aratpsrernment gives
700 million US dollars to Pakistan for the constiare of 20,000 new madrassas to serve the millioifdeen across the
country’. For this money the village cleric would submit @pplication with the approval of District Commissér and
soon he gets check with the help of Pakistani gowent machinery. Saudi Arab gives financial aidPakistan on the
name of Hawala (in support of armed jihadist). Heitavas strong alliance build by Saudi Arab wiie Deobandi clerics
who accepted Wahhabi ideology. The objective ofdba@urab’s financial aid was geo strategic balanéePower in
Muslim world, because Iranian revolution was alargnfor Saudi. So the Zia government and governroé®audi Arab

help the Wahhabiideology which becomes the causea#rianism in Pakistan.

From 1999 to 2003, almost 17 high profile persohslazara community were killed in daylight on thenme of
sectarianism. On"50ctober 1999 the physical violence was startednag#lazaras of Quetta. When the member of
provincial assembly Baluchistan and the Ministeredfication named Sardar Nisar ‘AlHazara was targeted in high
secured area Baluchistan Secretariat. In this émtitlis driver and gun man were also died. Theklastihangvi accepted
responsibility of this incident. And they used di#nt tactics for targeting Hazara community. They data of Hazara
officers, their addresses etc. And follow then frbome to their officesand vice versa. Even If sdime they saw any
Hazara in huge rush they opened fire on him andamay from the place. In this sectarian violenagythave not killed

Another Engineer Ahmed Najafi was killed iis fvood factory on Sirki road Quetta ofi 3eptember 2009.Again a
lawyer was targeted or’¥October 2009, Wilayat Hussain was Advocate of Higlrt Baluchistan, and he was killed
while returning from his office toward home. Chieflspector Mines Muhammad Ashraf was killed near dffice at
Saryab Road Quetta on"i®ctober 200¥. Another doctor become victim of sectarianism @mAligust 2009, Syed Abid
Zaidi who was heart specialist, he was killed ia biinic at Fatima Jinnah Road Quetta. ChairmanakabDemocratic
Party Hussain Ali Yousafi was targeted near hisceffat Jinnah road Quetta. He was a travel agengrofession. He

became victim on 26Jan 2009.
Target Killings and Bomb Blasts against Hazaras (208 to 2014)

And this firing remains approximately 20tsifi From 2003 to 2004 268 Hazara community members \itled
according to the report of Jang Newspapetnd 150 plus people martyred in two bomb blastdHazara town and
Alamdar road in 2012 and 2013.
