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"Persian New Year" [4]. Nowruz is celebrated andesled by Iranian peoples and the related cultoatinent and has
spread in many other parts of the world, includiagts of Central Asia, Kazakhstan, Caucasus, Sasitdy Northwestern
China, the Crimea and some groups in the Balkansurrbz marks the first day of spring and the begigrof the year in
Iranian calendar.

Pisces and enters the zodiacal sign of Aries, fsiiggi the Spring Equinox. Nowruz is also a holy day Sufis, Ismailis,

Alawites, [2] Alevis, and adherents of the BahFaith [5].

The term Nowruz in writing, first appeared in Parsrecords in the 2nd century AD, but it was alsénaportant
day during the time of the Achaemenids (c. 548-B8)), where kings from different nations under trerdfan empire
used to bring gifts to the Emperor, also calledgkaf Kings (Shahanshah), of Persia on Nowruz.

Roz (also with various pronunciations, such sz, rose. roozrozh, or roj) means"day" in Middle- and
Modern Persian. The original meaning of the worlyéver, waslight". The term is derived from Avesténowch-, itself
derived from Proto-Indo-Europedheuk- (I <-> r and k <-> ch sound changes are commadndo-European languages),

and is related to Sanskritci, Latinlux, Armenianluys and, in fact, Englishight.

Nauryz Meiramy or Nauriz was taken from Iran’s ftimhal New Year celebration called Nowruz. It islieved
that the first celebration of the holiday was maeeen before Islam was introduced in ancient Kazakhs
Nauryz Meyramy is one of the important and the nawgicipated holidays in Kazakhstan. Apart froom|rthe holiday is
also celebrated in other countries in Central Asich as Afghanistan and Azerbaijan. Although théidhg is
non-religious in nature, it was tied up to a numbklegends such as the awakening of mother natindethe triumph of

good over evil with spring representing the formed winter representing the latter.

The celebration of Nauryz Meyramy was halted anddemdess festive during the occupation of the
Russian Empire in the country in the mid-19th centtlowever, it remained to be part of the peoplessy of life and has
managed to exist until it was formally reinstated 988, three years before it finally declared petedence from Union of
Soviet Socialist Republics (USSR) on December 198911 Kazakh nation, held long period of formatiam, which
participated many tribes and nations, occupiesngmoitant place in the history of Eurasia is onehaf oldest ethnic
groups. It is the successor of the cultural hegtaall peoples, participated in its formationtise Kazakh people - one of

the richest people in cultural terms.

» Konakkade: A tradition under which a landlord has a rightask a guest to sing a song or play a musical

instrument. Konakkade is a test of guest art apl¢dge of fun feast;

* Erulik: If new settlers came to a village erulik was aregh@n their honor - a small celebration that alldvie
quickly adapt to the new location. Also, the custerulik includes assistance in settling domestiwamners.

e Toy Dastarkhan: A special form of celebration, organized for hald or during it. Sports, music,
singing competitions (aitys) and jumps are orgahiseaddition to the gatherings during Toy dastarkh

» Shildehana: A celebration that is associated with childbirth;
