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ABSTRACT 

Voice appropriation' or 'cultural appropriation' might be defined as the practice by authors, and novelists who 

create themes, or 'voices' from cultures not of their own, mostly with first person intimacy and the implied authority of a 

person of the 'inside'. The dictionary meaning of 'appropriation ' is' using something that belongs to someone else', usually 

without having the right to do so. 'Narrative technique' and 'voice appropriation' are the two interdependent literary terms 

which will help writers and and to create readers' fantastic aid to decode fiction. The present study aims to focus on the 

modern English novels, written by Indian novels written by Indian novelists. It is proposed to study and examine the 

problem of speaking or writing about other cultures, and on behalf of minority groups of society, considering issues 

selected to the categories such as 'caste', 'gender', ethnicity', and 'race' in the selected Indian English fiction.
